Rabbi Gold’s Parsha Corner

“Shema Yisrael, Hashem Elokeinu, Hashem Echad.”

These words from Parashas Va’eschanan comprise the foundation of
yiddishkeit; our absolute belief in the one true Hashem. When we
daven with a minyan, the chazzan repeats Hashem Elokeichem
Emes. In the absence of a Minyan, before reciting the Shema we say
the words Kel Melech Ne’eman, G-d is a faithful King, and the first
letters of these three words make up the word Amen through which
we affirm everything that follows in the Shema. What is so important
about needing these additional three words? Here we have a rare
example where numerology determines what the Halacha should be.
Altogether in the three paragraphs of Shema, we have 245 words but
we want the total to be 248 because there are 248 positive mitzvos in
the Torah and 248 limbs in the human body. Therefore, 248
represents action. Avraham, the founder of our faith, became
dedicated to a life of fulfilling mitzvos— Avraham adds up in Gematria
to 248. The word Bamidbar, the desert was a place where we as a
nation committed ourselves to embracing a life of Torah practice, that
too has a Gematria of 248. Emerging from this is a very important
lesson for us. Shema Yisrael, to believe in Hashem, is so central and
so crucial within our tradition. Yes, it is important to think, to intend
and to have great dreams, but ultimately there is one thing that counts
more than any other and that is action. It is not what we think that
counts, but what we achieve in life that really matters.
